NOTICE: It is not necessary to remove the trunk
lid from the car in order to replace the trunk seal.

STEP 1

Remove the old trunk seal and glue material from the
trunk lid. Clean the metal thoroughly where the seal

is to be adhered. A degreaser / wax remover solution is
recommended.

STEP 2
Arrange the new trunk seal so that an end begins at the
trunk latch assembly.

CLEAN TRUNK SEAL STEP 3

CHANNEL AREA Glue one end of the seal to the trunk lid first.
Next glue along the bottom of the trunk lid to the corner.
Continue gluing the seal up the side of the trunk lid
to the top, across the top then down the opposite side.
Bring the unglued end of the seal to the beginning end,
mark it then cut off the excess. Glue into place.
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
