5. Returning to point A, continue positioning and taping
the weather strip up and around the wheel arch to the
bottom rear cornerto the door,

6. Once the weather strip is taped into position begin
adhering the weather strip by removing the tape in 2 feet
sections, applying adhesive to the door, repositioning
the weather strip onto the door then secure with tape
onceagain.
